XHTML, CSS are the standard web languages used to
generate the W3C validated code in - nothing new there. For
the finishing flourishes we implemented a dash of jQuery,
which is all the rage for a good reason: it’s lightweight,
unobtrusive, highly flexible and really powerful. Oh, and we
only just noticed that it’s the Beeb’s new javascript library of
choice.
